New England Transitions to College and Careers Pilot Grants Available
The Nellie Mae Education Foundation seeks organizations and institutions in the six New England states that provide Adult Basic Education, ESOL, GED or Diploma classes as a primary educational service and that also currently offer program elements that support adult learners transitioning to college.
