32. McNeil/Lehrer documentary on Deliberative Poll in Michigan

A McNeil/Lehrer Productions about the statewide Deliberative Poll in Michigan is now being broadcast around the country. It can also be seen on the PBS Newshour Web site at http://www.pbs.org/newshour/video/share.html?s=news01pd8e. It is hosted by Jim Lehrer and produced by the Newshour team. Detailed results are on the Center for Deliberative Democracy site: http://cdd.stanford.edu/polls/btp/#michigan. Jim Fishkin reports that it is very striking that when the people grappled with the state's economic problems, they moved to raise the taxes whose pain they directly feel (the sales tax and the income tax) and they moved to lower the taxes they feel only indirectly (business taxes, presumably to stimulate jobs).
